information. There are several legends that surround the person of

Saint Valentine. Guess what, every legend had to do with love. Whether it was a
priest doing weddings, or the first written valentine, it all dealt with love.

The word “love” is very interesting. In our own culture it can have several
different meanings. The same is true during Jesus’ time. There are 4 different words
that were used for “love” in the writing of the New Testament. These all have different
meanings. | want to look at the two most used.

The first is phileo, which means affection. Such as the affection felt between a
boyfriend and girlfriend. It carries the idea of two or more people who feel compatible,
well-matched, well-suited, and complementary to each other. This word describes the
attributes of friendship, but not the highest form of love.

This highest form of love is reserved for the word, agape, which means all
encompassing. This is the word that is used to describe God’s love for us. The word
agape is so filled with emotion it is one of the most difficult words to translate in the
New Testament. This word for love is so strong that it is irresistible. We see this love,
in motion when Christ went to the cross for our sin, not only the cross but His
resurrection also.

That brings me to my final point, which is action. Love is an action word.,
People know you love them, when you do things for them. Love has to be shown to
people. This is what makes it believable to people. We see this in Romans 5:8, “God
demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were yet sinners, Christ died for
us”. The same is true for us. We need to demonstrate our love to others so they believe
us. Think about this with Valentines and Easter coming.
