May 1 - May 7 
 
To Our Church Family, 
   Thank you for supporting us once again with your prayers and mission giving. We left 
for Nashville, TN, on May 1 at 7 am bus and trailer  proudly wearing the name of First 
United Methodist Church. Our mission: to help the flood victims of last summer and fall. 
We returned on Saturday, May 7. 

   On Monday morning we were given our work assignments. One of the biggest repairs involved sanding of 
drywall, priming, hanging doors, and putting up metal ceiling, same as a barn roof by request of the owner. He 
said, “I don’t want the ceiling to fall into the floor again.” We were blessed with highly skilled workers, making 
the work projects move efficiently. It was our pleasure and delight to have John Honeycutt with us. (John did not 
let us know that he was so skilled in the use of tools.) At this location, Kathy and Christin, found time to weed 
the flower beds, and Taylor was able to get the lawnmower running. This was a moving experience for the 
owner and he continued thanking us over and over. 
   We were given three residences to work on, which involved caulking of windows, plumbing in a kitchen, 
painting doors, insulation, and replacing damaged decking. By Friday afternoon, we were able to complete all of 
our assignments. 
   Our lodging was in the gymnasium of a Nazarene Church. On this trip, we had to supply our own sleeping 
materials (air mattresses and/or cots), and cook all of our meals. Phillip and John Huneycutt found themselves 
on the floor a few times when the air in their mattresses leaked out, and Taylor bought a much needed blanket at 
the store across the street. Everyone shared in the cooking and clean-up, and thanks to Sonja we had a quick 
way to pack our lunches each night for the next day’s work project. We found out that Dave makes the best slaw 
“ever”, and Gifford makes an awesome fruit salad. Our bathroom facilities offered one shower for females and 
one for males. With eight men in the group, it made for some “quickie showers”. One evening Phillip gave 
juggling lessons, entertaining us all. One Friday, after completing our projects, we did some site-seeing of down-
town Nashville. One special note:  David does the best impressions of Tom Hanks in the movie “Life is like a 
box of chocolates.” He kept the laughter going with these funny quotes.
